Q & A about the Indonesia Peacebuilding Directory


Q:  What is “peacebuilding” and what constitutes a “peacebuilding organisation”?


A:  Peacebuilding is a broad concept that refers to a wide range of initiatives intended to promote the conditions and relations within society that are supportive of peace and justice.  It includes efforts toward conflict prevention, conflict resolution and post-conflict recovery.  Peacebuilding can address social, ethnic, religious, economic and political situations that cause the potential for conflict, injustice or inequality.  


A peacebuilding organisation is an organisation involved in any of these processes.  Activities could take the form of human rights promotion, civil society strengthening, democratisation, advocacy, conflict mediation, empowerment (political or economic) of marginalized groups tolerance, civic education, trauma healing, linking emergency/rehabilitation work with reconciliation and so forth.  Just as the requirements to create just and peaceful societies are diverse, the scope of peacebuilding work will be diverse.  If your organisation is non-governmental and involved in activities that aim to promote peace and justice, you belong in the network of peacebuilding organisations and the directory.


Q:  What organisations will be included in the directory?


A:  Indonesian civil society organisations – such as NGOs/LSM, research institutes, religious and community groups - working in the field of peacebuilding.  Government organisations will not be included.  Donors (private and governmental) will also be included in a special section.


Q:  What is the purpose of the directory?


A:  The directory aims to promote communication and networking among peacebuilding organisations in Indonesia.  It is also hoped the directory will facilitate communication with donors and international support organisations.
